Registration:	Entries, along with tournament fee, are due by January 2nd, 2001.  Pre-register by mailing name, address, telephone number, school, current grade, state, and USCF rating or by using the registration form on the back of Little Chess Express.


Donation:	$50 per player.  Players are encouraged to find a sponsor who will make a tax-deductible donation of $50 to cover registration costs payable to Chess Education Foundation, 2554 Ocean Beach Hwy., Longview, WA  98632.  Those who are not already USCF members must add an additional $17 for annual membership which includes a one year subscription to Chess Life and a national rating.  


Format:	This tournament is a rated Quick Chess official USCF event that is open to any scholastic chess player in grades K-12.  All games will be played at the speed of game 29.  Each player has 29 minutes to complete the entire game.  The number of entries will determine the number of rounds, but in no event will the tournament exceed six rounds.


Awards:	Guaranteed United States EE Scholarship Bonds, with a minimum value of $3,150, will be awarded with as few as ten participants.  If the total entries exceed 35 players, the guaranteed scholarship fund will be increased.  Minimum Guaranteed Awards are funded in the following two sections:
